       THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into in duplicated (each copy to be considered an original) on this the_____ day of_________, 2005, by and between The City of Satsuma, Alabama, a municipal corporation (hereinafter called “City”) and ______________________________________________, an unincorporated association (hereinafter called (“Contractor”).

WITNESSETH

         THAT WHEREAS, the services to be preformed by Contractor herein described are available to City only from said Contractor and not others, and Contractors is the only party qualified to render such services, available personnel, equipment and organization, and thus the special exception from competitive bidding applies pursuant to Section 41-16-51(a)(13), Code Of Alabama 1975: and

           WHEREAS, each of the parties desires to enter into this agreement, now therefore the parties do hereby agree, each with the other, as follows:

1. Contractor agrees to organize and conduct an appropriate youth football program in the City Of Satsuma during 2005 , open to teams of youth between ___ years to ___ years of age, and to furnish suitable equipment, supervision, coaching and umpiring services without expense to the City. Contractor will be responsible for restoring of the playing fields and adjacent premises to clean condition following the final games each night. Contractor will furnish to City a schedule at least two weeks in advance of games and related activities (drafts, meetings, etc.) Contractor will assume responsibility for all debt incurred by it and for collection of fees from players wherever fees are required.

2. City will make available to contractor suitable playing fields on schedules 

to be coordinated by Contractor with City’s recreation supervisor.                      

3. City will maintain the playing fields in reasonable condition. City will pay expense of lighting for scheduled night games.

4. Contractor will maintain adequate and appropriate books and records of its receipts and expenditures throughout the duration of this agreement and City shall have the right to inspect such books and record upon request at any reasonable time. A copy of Contractor’s current financial statement shall be attached to this agreement.

5. Contractor shall operate at all time and in every respect according to the terms of it’s by-laws or other appropriately adopted rules, a copy of which shall be attached to this agreement.

6. Contractor covenants and agrees that, at its own expense, it shall procure and continue in force general liability insurance against any and all claims for injuries to persons or damages to property occurring upon or about the playing fields and adjacent premises occurring on or about said premises during the term of this contract, or any extension thereof, such insurance at all times to be in the amount of not less than ____ Hundred Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($__________) for injuries to persons in one accident and property damages of not less than ____ Hundred Thousand no No/100 Dollars ($_________).  Contractor agrees to have the City named as an additional insured under said policy(s) at no cost to the City.  The aforesaid insurance shall be written by a company or companies authorized and engaged in the business of insurance in the State of Alabama, which company shall be approved in writing by the City, and there shall be delivered to the City customary certificates evidencing such insurance and the receipt for payment thereof no longer than fourteen (14) days after the execution of this contract.  Such certificate shall provide for thirty (30) days written notice to the City prior to cancellation of, expiration of or changes in any coverage afforded the City in, including changes in limits on, any insurance coverage or policy.  Further, the shall indemnify and hold City harmless against any and all claims arising from or in any way pertaining to Contractor’s programs and use of City’s playing fields.

7. At time of registration each youth is required to provide proof of medical and hospitalization insurance, which shall be attached to this agreement.

8. This agreement may be terminated by City for any good cause at any time upon prior notice in writing to Contractor and opportunity for hearing. Unless terminated in this manner, this agreement shall be deemed terminated at midnight December 31,2004, subject to option of each party to request, in writing, renewal for the following year; such renewal request and approval, if given, shall be recorded in the official minutes of a meeting of the City Council of City. Current copies of contractor’s financial statement, by-laws (or other operating rules) and proof of insurance shall be attached to any request for renewal.

9. Contractor shall coordinate its use of all concession stands and concession equipment, and cooperate with all other contractors utilizing the same playing fields. (No one under the age of sixteen will be allowed to work within the concession stand due to the liability of the City) 

10. Contractor shall operate within the 70% resident, 30% non-resident guideline. Contractor will be allowed to include cheerleaders in order to meet these percentages; however it shall not use an excessive number of cheerleaders.

11.  Failure of contractor to meet the 70/30 ratio will automatically terminate this agreement. The schedule will be permitted to continue until the conclusion of the current season, but this agreement will not be renewed for future years.

12. Every effort must be made to recruit locally.

13. A list of participants must be given to the city the same day as turned into league office, but no later than opening day, Failure to do so will result in the city denying use of the City’s parks until the list is submitted.

14. Recognizing that it is in the City’s best interest, and in the best interest of the youth who will be participating in the programs, to insure, to the greatest possible extent, that all adults associated with Contractor are of the highest possible character, Contractor agrees that all board members and coaches will submit to a background checks and voluntary drug screening at the Contractors expense. All background checks and drug screenings shall be preformed at, or coordinated by the Satsuma Police Department, under the direction of its Public Safety Chief.
